The second set of reasons relate to changes in what they have to do.  The Police Service now receives 
more calls from members of the community who need help or assistance rather than crime related calls. 
Also, the types of crimes reported have changed, for example, many more crimes are involving use of the 
internet or other technologies (Cyber Crimes).  These crimes can only be properly investigated by officers 
behind a computer or in an office.   This reduces the amount of time that they are on patrol in your 
community.
